Vicent Josep Escarti, L'interesse per la biografia di March nel Cinquecento

Abstract: This article looks at the interest of readers of the 16th century in the life of
Ausias March. The most remote models should have been the lives of troubadours, but
there was also interest in the humanistic biographies of Dante or Petrarch, which could
have influenced too. The article takes into consideration the manuscripts and printed
testimonies that provide information —not always right—, about the life of the medieval
Valencian poet.

Riassunto: Questo articolo esamina l'interesse dei lettori del XVI secolo per la vita di
Ausias March. I modelli piu remoti avrebbero dovuto essere le vite dei trovatori, ma
c'era anche interesse per le biografie umanistiche di Dante o Petrarca, che avrebbero
potuto influenzare.

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Rafael Roca, Josep Maria Quadrado: la recuperacion de la memoria de Ausias
March (1841)

Abstract: As V. J. Escarti stated in 1997, the 17th c. almost forgot March’s work. Due
to this, almost two centuries were necessary since the last edition in Castilian
of March’s cancionero for Josep M Quadrado, a young scholar from Menorca, to
publish in Revista de Madrid (1841) three long articled that recuperated the memory
of Ausias March in addition to vindicating him fully. As a testimony if the relevance
these articled, twenty four years later they were reprinted in the Menorcan
journal Museo Balear; and in 1881 they were translated into Catalan and publish in a
newspaper from Barcelona entitlef Lo Gay Saber.

Resumen: Tal como afirmé Vicent J. Escarti en 1997, el siglo XVII se olvido,
practicamente, de la obra de March. Por ello, fue necesario que pasaran mas de dos
siglos y medio desde la ultima edicidén en castellano de sus poesias para que, ya en
pleno ochocientos, el joven menorquin Josep M. Quadrado publicara, en la Revista de
Madrid (1841), tres largos articulos que recuperaban la memoria de Ausias March y lo
reivindicaban de una manera completa y decidida. Acredita el éxito y amplio eco que
merecid aquel estudio el hecho que, veinticuatro afios después, en 1875, fuera
reproducido en la revista mallorquina Museo Balear; y al cabo de cuarenta, en 1881 y
traducido al catalan, en el periddico barcelonés Lo Gay Saber.

Abstract: The Mambrino Project, born in 2003 at the University of Verona, aims to
study the corpus of Italian chivalry novels produced in Venice in the mid-sixteenth
century (1546-1568) as a translation and imitation of Spanish novels, starting from the
Amadis de Gaula (1508). In the Italian translations the typographer Michele
Tramezzino and the author Mambrino Roseo da Fabriano played a dominant role. We
want to publish the corpus in an interactive digital library.

Abstract: A collection of texts for falcons’ care, circulating in two manuscripts with a
problematic linguistic appearance, is attributed to the intelligence of the Conte
Camerlengo ffigo d’Avalos. The formal, linguistic and structural characteristics of the
“d’Avalos’ anthology” are presented with particular attention to the context of the two
manuscripts mentioned above. A source is traced, demonstrating the Spanish origins at
least for a portion of the anthology.

Abstract: Chivalric novel Curial e Giielfa (ca. 1445-1448), attributed by us to Enyego
d’Avalos, cannot be coherently interpreted unless we put it In the context of the Italy of
Alfons the Magnanimous. The characterization of Hercules at the crossroads depends
on the author’s learning from Italian sources (Petrarch, Boccacii, Da Imola, Macrobius,
Saint Basil...), while the allegorical association of Hercules (a regenerating power that
helps Curial to return to his studies and to persevere in the acquisition of virtue) with
Bacchus (protective god of liberal arts and moral philodophy) goes back to a lesson
from Seneca’s De beneficiis that the King had properly learnt, according to the
“Palermitan”.

Judah Halevi

Abstract: This paper presents an analysis of the poetic genre of sélihot, both in
Sephardi poetry and on Judah Halevi’s sélihot-’asmurot, in the context of the Hebrew
liturgy for the month of 'Elul, the Yamim Noraim and night whatch prayers. An stylistic
commentary on the theological and philosophical background of these poems is
presented by comparison with Sufi and early Christian misticism and the Neoplatonic
philosofical trends as well.

Fadi Sawah, Cupulas y mausoleos otomanos: Una continuacién de la arquitectura y
de los ritos de la muerte de los pueblos turquicos preislamicos
Abstract: The union between the Muslims and the Turkmen tribes of Central Asia was

based on a strategic alliance for the Muslim conquest of the Asian continent. However,
the acceptance and expansion of Islam among the Turkmen was rapid, perhaps it was so
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because the new religion was incorporated as a cultural element, a new reality and not a
deep religious feeling, but the pre-Islamic customs remained. The union of these
Central-Asian tribes to Islamic culture contributed mainly in cultural and artistic
elements that reached increasing importance as Ottoman power over the Arab-Islamic
region increased. These Turkic influences were transmitted to Islamic architecture and
arts through different manifestations, of which we will highlight here those related to
Islamic funeral architecture.

After the death of
the president of the party a president Ahmad Ban Badis in April 16, 1940, Muhammad
El-Basir al-Ibrahimi continued his intellectual struggle by noting that the Algerian entity
had an different identity that the French one. The text presented was written in Arabic
by the own hand of al-Basir al-Ibrahimi. Like a brief autobiography, he presents his
academic life from his childhood, formation and studies, to the creation of the Islamist
reform movement in Algeria in 1940, and its history as well as his history and work in
this movement.

Vida y obra de
un predicador valenciano

Abstract: This article reconstructs the life and work of the priest Francesc Mestre
(+1450), benefited in the cathedral of Valencia and the church of Santa Maria del
Temple in Valencia, as well as parson of Castelld de Xativa. He had got a magnificent
library (about 100 volumes) specialized in preaching. His analysis manifests the
Franciscan struggle between conventuals and observants to whom he was bound by
family ties. At the same time, new information is provided on the Franciscan convent of
Morvedre (now Sagunt) so far quite scarce.

Abstract: Based on the study of the career and activities of the writer Constanti
Llombart and the painter Ignasi Pinazo, the paper emphasized that the two maintained a
loyal, lasting and enthusiastic friendship, which was forged around the republican
militancy in Valencia from 1868 to 1872 and entailed the introduction of Pinazo in the
atmosphere of the Valencian Renaixen¢a, Lo Rat Penat and L’Oronella until the death
of Llombart in 1893.
